A message from Marsha:

Congratulations to all the award winners for 2011, and best wishes for an equally exciting show season in
2012. But remember, you can't be eligible for year end awards without completing your 4 (four) hours of
volunteer service for TVDCTA. As of 2012, both Juniors & Adults will be required to complete 4 hrs. to be
eligible. Juniors, however may have their hours completed by an immediate family member (parent or guard-
ian, brother or sister). Yes, 4 hoursisal it takes, many clubs require twice that amount. Volunteering is

easy & fun. Worried you can't find the time to volunteer "during the show"? There are plenty of opportuni-
ties both before & afterwards to help out. Here are a list of ways you can complete your hours of service,

have fun, learn about dressage & win year end awards.

*Help with ring set up: Many barns will set up the arena in the days/week preceding the show if they don't

maintain a permanent arena @ their facility. Contact the barn owner/show organizer to see if you can help.
*Assemble show packets for participants: This includes placing the horse bridle number, show schedule,
entry forms for a future show, etc. in the envelope that riders receive when they check in @ registration on
the day of the show. ) o

*Ribbon boards: Place the number of ribbons on each "division/test" card to correspond to the number of
riders in each class ($th places).

*Ring Steward: Keep riders on deck aware of their ride times & facilitate the flow in & out of the arena.
*Runner: Collect completed tests from the scribe
*Scribe: This is a GREAT learning opportunity as judges are WONDERFUL teachers & you get to watch

some awesome rides. NOTE: This is a minimum half day commitment (start of show to lunch time, then
